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Dear Parents/Carers of Picasso, Riley and Lowry Class,

At Archbishop Courtenay Primary School, we love to give the children additional experiences to support
their learning. We find that when our children have a hands-on experience they are able to apply the
learning to other areas of the curriculum and remember key information better. We understand that
families will be finding the cost of living challenging, therefore we wanted to give you as much advance
warning of trips as possible and give you the opportunity to spread payments over a longer period of
time.

As a school we ask for voluntary contribution towards the experiences, however, if we do not receive
enough support from our families, some experiences may need to be cancelled. Due to this we are
providing the opportunity for you to be able to pay for the trips either in a one-off payment or in
instalments over a longer period.
